Host City

The temple town Udupi is famous for its temples and cuisine. It is a relatively small but a culturally vibrant and intellectually enlightened town situated in Coastal Kamataka. Trains from Mumbai and Delhi running towards Kerala and vice versa on the Konkan route stop at Udupi station, which is about 16 kilometers from SMVITM. Trains coming from Chennai terminate at Mangaluru Central, which is about 60 Km from SMVITM. Udupi is also well connected by road to major cities of Karnataka, and neighboring states. The nearest airport is Mangaluru International Airport, which is connected by domestic flights to Mumbai, Delhi and Bengaluru.
